Main text should be written within about 500 words using 10-pt Times New Roman and set in A4 size “doc.” or “docx.” text. It should be written with minimum line spacing, 0.5 line space after each sentence, left and right justified.
Conclusions: One-page abstract should include headings of Backgrounds, Case, Conclusions and Points of discussion. Please do NOT include any pathology images, figures nor tables. The paragraphs are not indented. Paper size is A4. Margins should be set at 25 mm on all sides. Please do not allocate any page numbers.
